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We are in the process of 
accepting new boys into the 
Hope Center and its program.  
We hope to add 16-20 boys this 
year.  We are preparing the 
space- adding new bunkbeds.  
We now have access to a local 
church's compound where we 
meet kids and assist them with 
basic needs- From these 
relationships, we will fill our 
Hope Center spots.  
.

At the end of March, Youth Impact moved from Shalom 
Center to The Center for Excellence - what a wonderful gift 
to have property owned by our founder rather than owners 
without our mission as their focus.  The new center provides 
an integrated resource center for children, teens and parents/
caregivers in the surrounding area.
